What do
you think it was? Do you think it was controversial?

Why was Jesus’ statement in verse 30 so controversial in his day?

Have you, or do you, view God the father’s character different than you view
Jesus’ character? How so if so?

On Sunday, Rob said, “God is as Jesus was”. What do you think of that
statement?

. Rob also said, “If it isn't true about Jesus, then it isn’t true about God”. Do you

agree with that statement? If so, does this challenge you in any way in your
understanding of the Bible or of who God is?
